Sermon Title:   Comforting Love, Conquering Power

Scripture text(s):  Matthew 26:36-54; John 18:1-9
1)  Richard said that we must have these two things reigning in our life in order to have peace: (1) know that we're deeply loved and (2) evil doesn't have the ultimate authority.  Why are both of these important to having peace?

2)  Read Matthew 26:36, 38-39 along with 1 Corinthians 15:45.  Compare the first Adam with the last Adam.  What are the similarities?  What are the differences?

3)  Why was Jesus grieved to the point of death?

4)  From Matthew 26:39 (with Jeremiah 25:15), Why would Jesus ask the Father to remove the cup from Him?  What did Jesus need from the Father in that moment?  

5)  Jesus drank all of God's wrath.  Why?  How does this move you to trust Him?

6)  Read Matthew 26: 45-46.  What had changed?  In what ways can this change your prayer life?

7)  Richard said, "Your fear will take over if you don't believe He is sovereign."  Why does it matter that He is sovereign?

8)  Read John 18:1-9. Who was in control?

9)  From verses 5-6 of John 18, what was significant about the name Jesus used?

10)  How is scripture/prophecy fulfilled here in this passage?

11)  Read Matthew 26:50-51, John 18:11, and Luke 22:51.  Again, who is in charge?  How can this fact help you in your daily life?  

12)  "God is loving. See His suffering.  God is sovereign. See His power.  God is good. See His purpose."  Discuss this statement.  How does this impact you?  In what ways have you seen this operate in your own life?

13)  Why was Jesus resurrected?  How has this changed your life?                 
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
